LITURGICAL REFLECTION 
 

Today we celebrate the mystery of the Most 
Holy Trinity - one God in three Persons: 

Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. While the Trinity 
is a mystery beyond complete human 

understanding, it reveals something beautiful 
about God’s nature: God is love, relationship, 

and communion. 
 

The Father creates us in love, the Son 
redeems us through love, and the Holy Spirit 
strengthens and guides us in love. The Trinity 
reminds us that we are never alone; we are 

invited into the very life of God. 
 

As disciples of Christ, we are called to reflect 
this divine love in our own lives - through 

unity, compassion, forgiveness, and service to 
others. In a world often divided, the Trinity 

teaches us the importance of living in 
relationship with God and with one another. 

 

May this celebration deepen our faith and 
draw us closer to the Father,  

through the Son, in the Holy Spirit.
